First, we had to schedule all accepted papers and contributions within the conference framework,
keeping starting and ending times for the daily sessions reasonable and limiting the competing concurrent
sessions to a minimum, while providing an interesting mix of presentations, workshops, panel
discussions, and social activities.

Second, we had to work around the various time conflicts of presenters, moderators and discussion
leaders i.e., multiple presentations and other commitments and requests.

Third, we needed to work around two very popular optional events: Monday excursion to Olomouc, a
beautiful baroque town one hour from Brno and the Tuesday visit to Villa Tugenthat.

And finally, we tried to preserve some kind of order by arranging the presentations according to topics or
general areas of interest.
